Dear Team Presidents, Booster Club Officials, and Coaches,

The Beckett Ridge Barracuda Swim Team is once again pleased to present one of the premier events of
the Summer swim season - 2009 Chris McCullough Invitational.

The 2009 Chris McCullough Invitational  will be held on Saturday July 18, 2009 at the Beckett Ridge
Aquatic and Tennis Club (formerly Beckett Ridge Country Club).  The event features:

·  A one-day invitational meet divided into two sessions.  The morning session will include the 11-
12, 13-14, 15 & Over age groups.  The afternoon session will include the 6 & Under, 8 & Under
and 9-10 age groups.

·  A timed finals format similar to championships, with lane assignments seeded by valid times.  All
times will count toward championship seeding.

·  The Coaches Freestyle Relay!  This popular event gives our swimmers a chance to root for their
coaches and gives our coaches a chance to show us how it’s done!

·  Team trophies awarded to visiting large and small teams based on total points.

·  Awards for the following:
�  Medals for the top 3 finishers.
�  Large ribbons for places 4-8, individual ribbons for places 9-16.
�  Heat Winner Ribbons.
�  Several Best-in-Meet Individual awards based on points won and personal times.
�  Team Age Group Achievement Awards for best visiting teams.

·  An easy to reach venue with ample parking and a country club ambience.

·  A beautiful outdoor 8-lane 25 meter pool with plenty of team space to stretch out on the grass and
enjoy the time between events.

·  Value-priced food and drinks for swimmers and their families (continental breakfast and lunch
grill). [NO coolers please - this is a Beckett Ridge Aquatic and Tennis policy].

·  Reasonable entry fees, heat sheet fees, and no spectator admission charge.

·  Several five-minute dunk breaks.  All spectators dressed in bathing suits can enjoy t he water
and cool off too!   (No diapered babies in the pool please).

·  Automatic timing system and eight lane digital scoreboard.  Top eight finishers in each event
announced.  Awards available at the end of the meet.



·  Simple entry forms to minimize coaches' effort.  Seeding will be by best time swum in summer
competition 2009.  (League times after 6/1/09 only please).

• Deck entries available the day of the meet as space allows. Cash Only 1 Hour Before Start of
Session.   (Fee: Individuals: $5.00/ea.; Relay Teams: $14.00/ea.)

• No Team Entry Fee for Electronic Entries (Meet Manager  or compatible software).
$50 per Team for Hard Copy Entries

The 2009 Chris McCullough Invitational will be limited to members of teams swimming summer and/or
winter leagues*.  Again this year we are keeping 15 & Over age group is open to any age so even your
former club athletes now in college or in the working world can come back and mix it up with the kids.
Our intent is to allow team alumni to come back and have fun but not for teams to go out and solicit a lot
of “ringers” that will significantly affect the outcome of this age group.  Again this year we will also limit the
6 & Unders to free and backstroke only.

If you want your team to compete, get your entries in as early as possible.  Entry forms and additional
information can be found on our website at www.beckettridgebarracudas.usswim.net.  Deadline for
electronic entries is 6 PM Saturday July 11, 2009 a nd hard copy entries are due by 6 PM Saturday
July 4, 2009.

TIME: We reserve the right to adjust start times and to make the meet one
session depending on entries.  Here's what we expect (PM times are
approximate):

AM Warm-up (11& Up): 7:00-8:00 AM
AM Session: 8:00-1:00 PM
AM Session Awards 1:00 PM
PM Warm-up (10 & Under): 1:00-2:30 AM
PM Session: 2:30-7:30 PM
PM and Meet Awards 7:30 PM

ELIGIBILITY : Closed meet for all summer and/or winter teams and their swimmers. No
at-large or independent swimmers except in the Open age group.

Session Limits: Morning: 350 swimmers, Afternoon: 4 00 swimmers.

ENTRIES and FEES: 1.  Submit entries by e-mail using Meet Manager software.  Entries are
not official until accompanied by a check for the full remittance.  Include
event current best times for meter  distances.  Adjust yard times up by
10%.  Lane assignments will be seeded by time for meter  distances.
Times from accredited competition after 6/1/09 are valid.

2.  Swimmers may enter up to 5 individual and 2 relay events each.

3.  Each team may enter up to 4 relay teams.  Only 2 score.

4.  Swimmers age as of June 1, 2009 determines eligibility.

5.  All events are timed finals, and are scored toward team and individual
trophies (coaches' relays do not score).

Deck entries may be
purchased only 1 hour prior to the session, and only in those events with
empty lanes in heats.  NO NEW HEATS WILL BE ADDED.

7.   There is no admission charge.  Heat sheets will be available for a
nominal charge. Each team will receive two complementary heat sheets.

8.  We reserve the right to limit the number of teams to keep the number
of swimmers consistent with the event timeline.  Teams entered on a first
come first serve basis.

MEET RULES: The meet is governed by NCAA Swimming and Tri-County League Rules
and Regulations. Decision of the Meet Director is final. Coaches will
provide names of all relay team members to the scorer prior to the start
of the event.

AWARDS: TROPHIES for VISITING TEAMS  –
We will award a First and Second Place trophy.  If meet size permits, we
will also award a Small Team First and Second Place trophy.

TEAM AGE-GROUP PLAQUES – (Total 12 Awards)
6 & Under Girls and Boys
8 & Under Girls and Boys
9-10 Girls and Boys
11-12 Girls and Boys
13-14 Girls and Boys
15 & Over Girls and Boys

AGE GROUP INDIVIDUAL ACHIEVEMENT AWARDS
The swimmer with the highest score in each age group receives the
award.  In case of ties multiple awards will be presented. There are a
total of 12 age group overall achievement awards available.

INDIVIDUAL AWARDS Event Overall Awards:
Medals for 1st through 3rd and large ribbons for 4th through 8th   places
overall in individual events.  Individual ribbons for 9th through 16th.

Relay ribbons for places 1 through 8 only. No medals.

Heat Winner Ribbons for all heats and relays.

SPECIAL EVENT: The Ladies and Mens Coaches Freestyle Relay. What kind of award
makes this a memorable event for your team?

SCORING: Individual 9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1
Relays 18-14-12-10-8-6-4-2

Only the top two finishing relay squads will score for their
respective swim teams.   Coaches' relays do not score.

RESULTS: The Beckett Ridge Barracudas will post all results to the web.  Copies of
the results may be ordered for $10.00 per copy.

CONDUCT: Conforming to NCAA rules and regulations, there will be no smoking
nor alcoholic beverages consumed in the pool and te am areas by
any participant, spectator, coach, or official duri ng warm-ups and
competition.  All swimmers must be in the designated meet areas.
Neither participant nor spectator may swim in the adjacent 6-lane pool
except for specified warm up and warm down lanes.

Beckett Ridge Aquatic and Tennis Club rules prohibit any swimmer or
spectator from entering the tennis area at any time during the swim
meet.  NO COOLERS, FOOD, OR DRINKS MAY BE BROUGHT TO
BRCC by anyone (Club Policy – No Exceptions).

Anyone found violating meet rules of conduct will be disqualified from the
meet and required to leave the premises.

OFFICIALS: Teams are requested to volunteer one or two CERTIFIED OFFICIALS
for stroke and turn judge rotation and two TIMERS.  Please help
volunteer at each session.

Food and drinks will be provided for all officials, coaches, and meet
volunteers.

There will be NO Clerk of Course for the AM session.  The Clerk of
Course will be provided in the PM session to help the 6 & Under and 8 &
Under swimmers arrive at the proper lane for each of their events.
Coaches, it is your responsibility to ensure that each swimmer is
swimming the event that they are registered.
